“We’re finding that they’re simply not even safer than cigarettes, so just as bad in terms of creating the types of problems that people have with their blood vessels.”

THE BLOOD VESSELS IN MICE THAT HAVE BEEN EXPOSED TO THE VAPE WERE SHOWN TO BE MORE THAN THREE TIMES STIFFER THAN UNEXPOSED MICE. AND WHEN BLOOD VESSELS ARE STIFFER IT’S HARDER FOR BLOOD TO PUMP THROUGH. THOUGH THEY AREN’T SURE ABOUT WHY THESE CHANGES ARE OCCURRING, DR. OLFERT THINKS IT MIGHT HAVE TO DO WITH THE VAPE JUICE.

“Another misconception that is out there is that this is water vapor. It’s not. It’s a petroleum—it’s an oil.”
