ZANABLI SAID THAT EVEN THE SECURITY TRAINING AT HER LOCAL MOSQUE LEFT HER FEELING UNEASY ABOUT THE POSSIBILITIES.

“At the mosque in Charleston, West Virginia, where I’m from, they did an active shooter training, and even the police was talking about how like the police with all of the training that they have, they’re still probably not able to disarm or – you know – disarm a shooter or get him away from people, so it’s really up to us to know what to do in those situations – you know, taking a chair and closing the door,

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getting away from places, learning all of the exits.”

AR-15 RIFLES WERE USED IN 26% OF THE LAST 80 MASS SHOOTINGS, AND BOTH THE SHOOTING IN SUTHERLAND SPRINGS AND THE 2018 SYNAGOGUE SHOOTING IN PITTSBURGH WERE COMMITTED WITH SEMI-AUTOMATIC ASSAULT RIFLES. THE UNITED METHODIST CHURCH EVEN RELEASED A RESOLUTION TO ADVOCATE FOR THE BANNING OF LARGE-CAPACITY AMMUNITION WEAPONS, AMONG OTHER GUN CONTROL ADVOCACY POINTS. SUNCREST UNITED METHODIST PASTOR MATT JOHNSON SAYS IT’S TIME FOR CHANGE.

“Because of the proliferation of gun violence and our inability to put common sense gun control into practice, there’s people living in fear everywhere – and that’s such a hard thing. So, church is obviously part of it, but a large part of it too is how are we willing to be as a society? Are we willing to continue to accept this as the reality of the status quo, and just shrug and say ‘Well, I wish there was something we could do,’ when there would be.”

“Could stricter gun control laws really lower the chances of mass shootings like the attacks we’ve seen on religious communities? A 2019 study

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found that fatalities were 70% less
likely to occur when the federal ban on assault weapons was in effect from 1994 and 2004.
