North elementary school principal Natalie Webb has a daunting job: How to protect her 800 students from the possibility of a school shooter.

 “These drills just give our students the opportunity to understand the importance of being quiet, to not be scared, to listen to their teacher, follow directions and be informed of what they need to do in the instance that we did need to evacuate the building.”
DURING A LOCKDOWN, TEACHERS ARE TOLD TO REMAIN CALM, LOCK THEIR DOORS AND DRAW A CURTAIN TO PREVENT SOMEONE FROM LOOKING IN.

“I think it’s unfortunate that our kids have to go through this nowadays. But I am thankful that we do have them. That way, if something does happen and there is an emergency, they’ll 
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know what to do and hopefully not be too frightened.”
 “Over two dozen school shootings have occurred just this year. Students here at North Elementary, and across the nation, have learned to prepare for an intruder.”
And In the era of school shootings, School lockdown drills are becoming routine for kids as young as four years old. And Nine out of 10 public schools now drill students and teachers to respond to mass shootings.
 “When I was little, we used to practice for tornado drills, and I’m really sad that we now have to practice for intruder drills, but I guess it’s the state of where we are in society right now.”
TEACHERS AND FACULTY FOLLOW THE “ALICE” METHOD: ALERT, LOCKDOWN, INFORM, COUNTER AND EVACUATE.

SINCE RECENT SCHOOL SHOOTINGS, TEACHERS ALL OVER THE COUNTRY HAVE HAD TO RE-THINK SAFETY IN THEIR CLASSROOMS. TEACHERS HAVE BECOME MORE THAN JUST EDUCATORS. THEY’RE NOW PROTECTORS.

“All of my kids have a partner and a hiding spot. The hiding spots are as out of the way as possible. Underneath tables, behind chairs, holding stuff up over them so their kind of invisible. I have somebody who closes the blind, and my job is to lock the door, put down the curtain and barricade the door.”

 SOCIAL MEDIA MOVEMENT #ArmMeWith HAS TEACHERS SHOWING WHAT TOOLS THEY WOULD RATHER HAVE FOR THEIR CLASSROOMS INSTEAD OF GUNS. BUT SOME SAY THAT 
TEACHERS/GUNS-2
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A GUN IS THE TOOL TO STOP AN INTRUDER.
“Basically, when you bring a second gun to a gun fight, that’s when it stops. Yes, whenever you have somebody to stand there and stop it, then it’s going to stop.”

“A Pew Research study says 55% of U.S. adults are opposed to teachers carrying guns. However, 45% say it would be beneficial to the safety of the students.”  
ASIDE FROM HAVING INTRUDER DRILLS, SCHOOL SAFETY DIRECTORS SAY SIMPLY LISTENING TO THE STUDENTS CAN MAKE A DIFFERENCE. 
“We ask staff members to make sure that they’re just listening to kids, so a lot of times they hear things before anybody else hears things. We also try to educate our students to if you hear something, say something.”

AN ARTICLE BY THE HUFFINGTON POST SAYS THAT STUDENTS WILL BE AFRAID KNOWING THAT THEIR TEACHERS ARE CARRYING GUNS. OTHER SOURCES SAY IT WILL DISTRACT FROM LEARNING.
