technologies, often times people’s cell phones are still working.”

“I think that for me it has been more that we’re paying more attention to it because it is here and it’s closer to us. Where before you’d hear about hurricanes in these other countries and we don’t pay as much attention to it until it hits closer to home. You know in our United States for sure.”

“I don’t really know how it worked before we had social media. Like, when people need help in a time of crisis or tragedy it’s really there for
